Description of Activities: 

Internship Program – 

KLKK, KSMA, KCHA, KCHA-AM, KCZE annually conducts an on-going internship program to 
give high school and college students a hands-on experience in radio broadcasting. The 
stations invited students to apply for the various internship opportunities through recruitment at 
the local high school guidance offices and speech coaches, and by contacting the internship 
coordinators.

School Career Fairs/Events –
